Pediatric patients (18 years old)

Syncope not likely (prolonged unconsciousness >5 minutes,
change in mental status from baseline, witnessed seizure, or
loss of consciousness after head trauma)
Unable to provide accurate details due to language barrier,
cognitive impairment, alcohol, or drug intoxication
